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NABA REGISTRATION:  Registration is onsite at the Gaylord Resort Hotel Convention Center: Check-
in/pick-up of bracelets, will commence in the Convention Center Friday morning (10 am to 10 pm). 
Registration will pause for the parade (4 pm – 6 pm) and will resume at 6 pm. There is NO SATURDAY 
REGISTRATION. For any extenuating circumstances that prevent the player from picking up their 
wristband on Friday, please have the player/coach contact the event organizers as soon as possible to 
arrange an alternative pickup time. 

Wristbands:  It is crucial that all participants have their wristbands before the tournament begins, as 
these will be required for entry into all event areas. Failure to collect the wristband on Friday without 
prior communication may result in the player being unable to participate. Please ensure that all 
necessary arrangements are made in advance to avoid any complications. 
 
NABA Conduct:  Players, coaches, and spectators should conduct themselves in a manner in which 
they would want to be treated. This is a reminder of NABA InterCity’s rule: ZERO TOLERANCE for 
fighting, brawls, and altercations. This will result in a forfeit of the game and expulsion from the 
tournament. Please re-read NABA Intercity Rules and Regulations.   
 
NO NOISE MAKERS are allowed in the gym (e.g., air horns, cowbells, megaphones, thundersticks, 
etc.). For the safety of the players, noisemakers are NOT allowed as they drown out the official's 
whistles and, overall, cause negativity amongst the spectators. The same is true for laser spectators, 
who are NOT allowed to be used as a distraction to the players.   
 
Expectations:  Clean up after yourselves after each game. The bench should not have any empty 
bottles, trash, or spills. Clean up after yourselves in the common areas of the hotel and convention 
center. The Gaylord at National Harbor takes pride in its water and energy conservation, waste 
reduction, and protection of the ecosystem.   
 
Updates for the coming Labor Day weekend:  House Rules at the Gaylord: NO coolers, plastic water 
bottles, or plastic sports drink bottles will be allowed in the gym. Just as in 2019, players are 
encouraged and expected to bring their refillable water jugs, tumblers, Thermos, Hydroflasks, Yeti's, 
Stanley's, etc. There will be water-filling stations throughout the gym area.   
 
NO outside food is allowed in the gym.   
 
NO outside chairs are needed. The Gaylord will provide all the seating around the courts.
